Township Permits Process

Final County Zoning Approval

Final Zoning approval follows compliance
of other land use concerns.

Building Code Reviews
After all zoning is approved, building staff review submittals
for compliance with the Minnesota State Building Code.

Permit Approval and Issuance

When the plans and other submittals show conformance with the Code, the Building
Official approves the permit. The permit is issued after payment is received.

Construction and Inspections

Inspections are required throughout the construction process.

Completion and Approval to Use and/or Occupy

After successful completion of a final inspection, the Building
Official can approve use and occupancy of the structure.
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
